Our purpose at Calvary...

Our purpose here at Calvary of Festus is
threefold, and can be summed up by what
we call the three "Es”of ministry: Exaltation,
Edification and Evangelization.

And lastly, our commission is to
evangelize the world (Matt. 28:18-20, Mark
16:15 & Acts 1:8). Jesus said when He is
lifted up; He will draw all men unto Himself.
Paul said when we are built up; we will grow
up and therefore manifest His love by serving
others. Thus, the natural result becomes salt
and light in a world of decay and darkness.
